Dayl USA/San Jose

Depart today via flight to San Jose, Costa Rica.
Upon your arrival Tourlite representatives will
meet and escort you to your hotel.

Day 2  San Jose/Pacuare River

You will depart San Jose early in the morning driv-
ing through the old capital city of Cartago and the
lush green farmlands to the banks of Pacuare
River with a stop for breakfast on the way.
Pacuare River is one of the top five rivers in the
world for its scenery & rapids. At the banks of the
river expert guides will provide you with the raft-
ing gears and explain to you safety precautions
before the rafting adventure begins (class Il

rapids). The river passes through scenic canyons
where waterfalls plummet down into the rapidly
coursing river below. This exciting journey takes
an hour and a half before you arrive to your lodge.
The afternoon is at leisure you may want to try a
canopy adventure. a guided hike to the waterfalls
or just relax & enjoy the nature and the facilities of
the lodge. (B,L,D)

Day 3  Pacuare River / Sarapiqui

After breakfast you will prepare for the second
expedition. Rafting becomes more thrilling as
you begin to use the skills and experience you
already gained. You may stop to explore side
streams that lead to striking waterfalls and pools
with a natural waterslide that tempts you to
jump right in. The day ends having conquest one
of the wildest and most scenic rivers in the
world. After lunch you will be transferred to the
Sarapiqui area for overnight. (B,L)

Day 4  Sarapiqui

The beautiful lands of Sarapiqui area will capture
your attention. The impressive Sarapiqui river will
show you all kinds of wildlife. A guided boat tour
through the river will be the highlight of the day.
Birds, monkeys, caimans, iguanas, crocodiles are
just part of the wildlife in this river. Overnight in
Sarapiqui. (B)

Day5  Sarapiqui/Arenal

Today you will be transferred to Arenal area. The
rain forest of Arenal offers a unique diverse vari-
ety of ecosystems, some of the most natural
beauty of Costa Rica and the majestic Arenal vol-
cano with its spectacular thundering explosions.
In the afternoon visit the Arenal Volcano and Hot
Springs where you can enjoy the luscious gar-
dens & pools of therapeutic water heated to a
perfect temperature by the Volcano. Dinner is
included. (B,D)

Day6  Arenal

Your adventure begins with an orientation meet-
ing and the instructions to operate your ATV. Your
tour will not only give you the opportunity for
adventure (where you will be challenged by either
the dust or the mud, depending the season) and
fun, but you will also enjoy nature and unique
views of the majestic Arenal Volcano. We ride to
La Fortuna Waterfall first, next to Jauri Town to
observe different types of plantations and we wiill
continue to La Guaria Town, overlooking the
Arenal River. Short stop for snacks and a possible
refreshing shower. The return trail goes through
pastureland and includes a stop to enjoy the
Arenal Volcano while your guide will explain its
history on your way back to the station. (B)

Day 7  Arenal /Guanacaste

Today you will be transferred by bus to
Guanacaste province in the North Pacific coast.
It is Costa Rica’s largest region with unique
towns, fantastic beaches, belching volcanoes
and unbelievable wildlife. You will be trans-
ferred to your hotel. The remainder of the day
is at leisure to enjoy the beach and the beauti-
ful surroundings. (B)

Day 8  Guanacaste

Today enjoy a full day adventure at the Vida
Aventura Nature Park at the outskirts of the
Rincon de la Vieja and Miraflores volcanoes.
Canopy, horseback riding, waterslide, mud
bath and hot springs are the attractions. (B)

Day9  Guanacaste

The day is at leisure to enjoy the hotel facilities
and the beach. You may choose to stroll around,
take a swim or take an optional tour. (B)

Day 10 Guanacaste//Liberia/USA
